Matthew 4:19 Then He said to them, “Follow Me, and | will make you fishers of
men.”

As he was walking along
the road, a group of boys from the town began mocking and making fun of
him. “Go away, baldy!” they chanted. “Go away, baldy!”

Jeremiah 20:7 O Lord, you misled me, and | allowed myself to be misled.
You are stronger than | am, and you overpowered me. Now | am mocked every
day; everyone laughs at me.

Matthew 20:19 Then they will hand him over to the Romans® to be mocked,
flogged with a whip, and crucified. But on the third day he will be raised from
the dead.”

(Scourgings)

Mark 13:9 When these things begin to happen, watch out! You will be handed
over to the local councils and beaten in the synagogues. You will stand trial
before governors and kings because you are my followers. But this will be your
opportunity to tell them about me.

(Chains and imprisonment)

1 Kings 22:26-27 So the king of Israel said, “Take Micaiah, and return him to
Amon the governor of the city and to Joash the king’s son; and say, ‘Thus says
the king: “Put this fellow in prison, and feed him with bread of affliction and
water of affliction, until | come in peace.”

(Stoned to death)

2 Chronicles 24:20-21 Then the Spirit of God came upon Zechariah the son of
Jehoiada the priest, who stood above the people, and said to them, “Thus says
God: ‘Why do you transgress the commandments of the Lord, so that you
cannot prosper? Because you have forsaken the Lord, He also has forsaken
you.”” So they conspired against him, and at the command of the king

they stoned him with stones in the court of the house of the Lord.
